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2. The tempter knew Jesus was hungry and told
Jesus to turn stones into bread. Jesus didn’t listen,
but instead quoted scripture, saying, “One does
not live by bread alone.” Remembering God'’s
words made Jesus strong.
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3. Next, the tempter showed Jesus power and
wealth, saying, “If you worship me, | will give you
riches and glory.” Jesus remembered what the
Bible says and again quoted scripture, saying,
“Worship the Lord your God only.”
